Greetings of Peace on this Second Sunday of 
Lent. 
 
Our Gospel at mass this weekend is the narrative 
of Jesus transfigured on the mountain and 
revealed as Godôs Beloved Son. In this Season 
we can allow Godôs light to shine through us and 
enlighten us to live as his beloved children.  
 

On Wednesday eve of this week, March 11, most parishes in 
our Diocese are participating in an ñEvening of Confessions.ò 
Here at St. Joan of Arc, Confessions will be offered from 6 PM 
until 7:30 PM on Wednesday March 11. (Confessions are also 
offered here at St. Joan most Saturday afternoons at 3:30 PM - 
and on the Saturdays in Lent and in Advent 
confessions begin at 3:15 PM). This Sacrament is 
another opportunity for us to bask in the light of 
Godôs love and mercy as we are transfigured to 
becoming more holy and faith-filled people. 
 
Pope Francis said, ñThe joy of God is the joy of forgiveness.ò 
 
Godôs forgiveness, Francis said, ñis a sign of his overflowing 
love for each of us: that love that gives us the freedom to 
stray, like the prodigal son, but that every day awaits our 
return with open arms; it is the love of the shepherd who goes 
in search of the lost sheep; it is the tenderness with which each 
sinner is welcomed when he knocks at His door. 
 
And when we come back to him, he welcomes us like children 
into his house, for he never ceases, not for one instant, to wait 
for us with love. And his heart rejoices over every child who 
returns. He is celebrating because he is joy. God has this joy, 
when one of us sinners goes to him and asks his forgivenessé 
It is love of God and neighbor that brings fulfillment to all the 
Commandments. And this is the love of God, his joy: 
forgiveness. He waits for us always!ò 
 
We will have Stations of the Cross in Church followed by a 
simply Soup Supper in the Parish Hall on the Fridays in March.  

 
On a final note, this weekend we have ñSprung 
Forward.ò On Saturday night, March 7 we turned 
our clocks ahead one hour and lost an hour of 
sleep. As a result, we will have more daylight in the 
evenings as we approach springtime and Easter.  

May the light of Godôs love shine through us so we can be 
Transfigured into Godôs beloved daughters and sons.

A word from the US Bishops and the Diocese of Cleveland  
 

The US Bishops and the Diocese of Cleveland have shared some insight on the 
recent health concerns and the Coronavirus, and we have been asked to share 
these thoughts with the faithful. 
 
According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), there are 
61 total cases of COVID-19 in the United States; and none are in Ohio (as of 
March 2, 2020) and the CDC currently considers risk to the general public to be 
low. Still, it is important to take this public health situation seriously. It is also 
important to avoid inciting panic in our parishes.  
Practically here are some things to keep in mind: 

 
--Avoid close contact with sick persons. 
--Cover mouth/ nose with tissue/sleeve when coughing /sneezing. 
--Wash hands often with soap and water, especially after coughing /sneezing. 
--Avoid touching eyes, nose and mouth after touching objects. 
--Practice good health habits (clean home, adequate sleep, healthy stress management). 
 
The Catholic Diocese of Cleveland Office for Worship, in consultation with the USCCB 
Committee on Divine Worship and CDC recommendations, suggests that the following 
measures be taken in the celebration of the liturgy: 
 
--Those who distribute Holy Communion should practice good hygiene, especially washing 
hands before and after mass, and to use an alcohol based anti-bacterial solution before and 
after distributing Holy Communion. 
--Liturgical ministers should not serve if they are sick-this includes both clergy and lay 
ministers. 
--Parishioners who are sick should stay home; missing Mass is not a sin if you are sick. 
--Encourage parishioners to wash their hands frequently with soap and water and to use 
alcohol-based hand sanitizer, especially after shaking hands with others. 
--Parishioners who have sick family members should protect others by abstaining from 
receiving the Precious Body on the tongue, and by abstaining from receiving the Precious 
Blood. 
--As a precautionary measure, members of the assembly could ñexchange peaceò without 
physical contact; rather than touching, kissing, shaking hands, etc. the Rite of Peace could be 
exchanged with a reverential bow. 
 
Should the threat from COVID-19 become dire, measures to safeguard the faithful will be 
announced.
