From the Pastor:
 
Greetings of Peace as we begin this fourth week of Advent. It is hard to believe
Christmas is one week away. This column was written in early December – since “due
dates” for our parish bulletin are adjusted around “holidays”.
 
Looking to celebrating Christmas, our parish Christmas mass schedule is: 
* Christmas Eve, Saturday December 24: 4:30 PM and 8:00 PM
* Christmas Day, Sunday December 25: 9:00 AM and 11:00 AM
 
This week, on Monday December 19, 2022, we will have an Advent Communal
Penance service with St. Rita (at St. Rita in Solon) at 6 PM. This sacrament of God’s love
and forgiveness is one great way to prepare for the coming of our Savior. Let me also
mention there will not be confessions at St. Joan of Arc on Christmas eve, Saturday
December 24.
Another note. There will not be a “daily morning mass” at St. Joan of Arc on Friday
December 23 or on Monday December 26.
 
And more to note about Christmas! As we are aware, Christmas has been a time when
many people often come to mass! Christmas masses can be quite crowded. In today’s
world, with Covid, RSV, colds and flu, we will need to be prudent and practical. If the
need presents itself, we may have some “overflow” directed to our Gym for the
Christmas Eve 4:30 PM mass – and hope to be able to live stream mass there and also
“deliver communion” there. Again, this is for the 4:30 PM Christmas Eve mass.
Furthermore, for those in “high risk” categories or other considerations could perhaps
choose to remain home – out of caution and for your own health. Finally, our Christmas
mass should be available on the St. Joan of Arc Parish website.
 
Looking ahead to “New Year’s weekend,” our mass schedule for Saturday December 31,
2022 and Sunday January 1, 2023 is our “usual weekend” schedule:
* Saturday December 31, 2022: 4:30 PM
* Sunday January 1, 2023: 9:00 AM and 11:00 AM
 
May this final week of Advent help us be ready for the coming of Christ who gives us
life, forgiveness, love, and salvation! In Advent we pray, “Come Lord Jesus.” May the
Lord come into our world today through each of us and in the way we live.

The Book of the Apocalypse: A ‘New’ and
